Guidelines for Rep Teams 
 

Rep Team Captains Duties 
 

• To ensure that all team players representing the association are wearing the correct 

attire. 

• To ensure that their players and teams turn up at the appointed time and place 

before the start of every match. 

• To substitute named reserves for any player or players that have not arrived at least 

twenty minutes prior to the commencement of said match ( unless that player has 

given prior warning with a reasonable excuse as to why they will be late). 

• To place their players in the appropriate places on the match sheets 

• To administer the match sheets or delegate to a non player or reserve to do so. 

• To report to the Rep Team Manager or Senior most Executive Officer any breach 

by any player of the associations rules of conduct or behaviour.  
 

Players Responsibilities 
 

• To ensure that they are wearing the correct attire whilst representing the Association 

(as stipulated by the Association). 

• To arrive at the correct place and time  (at least 20 minutes prior) or to give a 

reasonable reason in advance as to why not. 

• To abide by the Associations rules of conduct and behaviour at all times whilst 

representing the association. 

• To respect the rights of officials, spectators and fellow players. 
 

Rules of Conduct and Behaviour 
 

1. No smoking or drinking whilst on the OCHE or marking boards. 

2. No bad language at any time. 

3. No fighting or abusive language. 

4. The use of illegal drugs is prohibited at or near any venue where the Association is 

either playing or attending any other function. 

5. Players must not absent themselves from the dart playing area during a darts match.  

      I.E. Whilst playing darts you can not play pool or play on the gaming machines. 

6. Not to bring the Association or the Sport of Darts into any disrepute.

Dress Code

• ASSOCIATION SHIRT – When provided.

acceptable. 

• CLUB JACKET OR JERSEY – Optional
